Reading/Singing/Praying the Psalms

The Book of Psalms is a collection of religious songs and
there are approximately 150 listed. Some psalms contain
more than one independent song and others are broken
into two or more psalms. | would like to write this article
on reading and praying of some psalms.

The Liturgy of Hours, which we pray together every
morning at the parishes, contain many psalms to medi-
tate and pray on in times of prayer. Psalm 1 is titled
"True Happiness" and is choosing to be good or bad.
Psalms 39, 41, 88 are all psalms to pray over a sick person
in the hospital or at home. Psalm 90 "May we live in the
radiance of God" gives the perspective of our time frame
on earth in God's viewpoint. Psalms 14 and 53 "The fool-
ishness of sinners" are describing a person who does not
believe in God. Psalm 49 " Emptiness of riches” describing
"Man cannot buy life without end, nor avoid coming to
the grave."

Whether you take a look in your Bible or in the Liturgy
of Hours there are many psalms worth meditating and
praying on so why not take a few minutes from time to
time to look them over.
